Asian Soybean Rust ismaajor concern in soybean production
for the upcoming year. Soybean Rust is able to over winter on
alternate plant hosts in the most southern regions of Florida and
Texas. It is predicted that once Soybean Rust begins to spread, i
may only take 5 weeks famfectious spores to reach Wisconsin.
