Fall Fertilizing For Your Lawn

When homeowners think about fertiliz-
ing, spring and summer come to mind.
This is certainly understandable since
nice weather allows for more time to be
spent outside which makes us aware of
lush, green lawns.

However, fall is actually the most impor-
tant season of the year for perennial
plants and this is particularly true for
turf grass. Fall is when the process of
building root reserves for the following
years growth occurs. The next seasons
growth depends on how well the new
roots are formed and whether or not the
year-round fertilization program has
instilled an adequate base of winter har-
diness.

Turf grasses are constantly experiencing
culture shock from both environmental

and human induced stresses. Turf
grasses with a deep and vigorous root
system will look spring fresh all season
long. The root system is a crucial part of
a lawn’s healthy appearance because the
roots send water and nutrients to the leaf
blades to keep growth on an even keel
when other factors are working hard to
bring the whole structure down. Fall
becomes payback time for turf. As leaf
blade growth slows down due to shorter
days and cooler nights, roots continue to
store carbohydrates that were produced
during photosynthesis. This process initi-
ates the new root growth.

It is expected that the EPA will have a
public comment period on Roundup
Ready alfalfa soon. This will be critical to
get this technology deregulated so it can
be planted again. I have been told that
the EPA and USDA are much more inter-
ested in hearing from growers rather
than Ag Retailers. All growers should
submit comments, regardless of whether
or not you have used this product in the
past. This debate ultimately applies to
any crop that has bio-tech traits. The

people and groups that are opposed to bio
-tech in crops are well funded and very
persistent. If they win the battle over
Roundup Ready alfalfa you can be sure
they will then turn their time and efforts
to another crop of their choice.

Plan Your Weed Control Now

This fall when you are making seed order
decisions, take into consideration what
your weed control program will be next
year. Large and smooth crabgrass have
become a major problem on many area
farms. Over the past few years more and
more growers have decided to use post-
emerge products, such as Accent, Accent
Gold, and Steadfast. None of these prod-
ucts will provide good post-emerge con-
trol of crabgrass. The best way to control
large and smooth crabgrass is with pre-
emerge products, such ahs Harness or
Dual IT Magnum, etc. or with non-

Anthracnose Alert

Excessively wet conditions this spring
created ideal conditions to allow diseases
to infect the corn crop. Especially corn on
corn acres. As I scouted fields in early
and mid-June, I found disease infections
on the lower leaves of most corn acres. I
identified this disease to be Anthracnose.
This early infection of Anthracnose
should be a big concern. Anthracnose
causes stalk rot in plants as it develops,
which will lead to lodging. Infections that
start on lower leaves will move into the

selective herbicides, such as Roundup or
Ignite. Ideally, a pre-emerge product is
used with the option of coming back with
Roundup or Ignite to clean up any crab-
grass or other weeds that emerge.

This also applies to growers who are dig-
ging up alfalfa fields in the spring in-
stead of spraying them. By the time per-
ennial grasses have re-grown enough to
spray, enough heat units will have been
accrued that crabgrass has emerged and
control will be a concern.

Roundup Ready or Liberty Link corn

stalks after pollination. All corn on corn
acres should be monitored for progress of
this disease. If at anytime the base of the
stalk can be collapsed by squeezing it by
hand, those fields should be harvested
before lodging occurs, resulting in lost
yield.

Assuming Anthracnose will affect stalk
quality, expect to harvest grain earlier
and at higher moistures. Fields to be
harvested for dry grain will have a

Winter Wheat & Rye

We have high yield varieties including
8309 and 8302, which are shorter straw
varieties. For a taller straw variety we
have 8614 available. The 8302 variety is
bearded for those who prefer bearded
wheat. We also have Winter Rye avail-
able for your silage or cover crop needs.
Please order early to ensure availability!

It is important to manage your wheat
fields carefully to obtain high yields.
Based on manure applications and crop
rotation, it will be necessary to apply
proper amounts of potassium, phosphate,
and nitrogen to maximize yield. Plant
population and weed control are also
very important for optimum yield. Fungi-
cides may also need to be applied to pro-
tect your yield potential. Call the
Croplan Center to customize your Crop
Management Plan.

Nutrient Management/590 Plans

Consumers Cooperative has 2 CCA’s on
staff and are registered to do your 590
plans. Call the Croplan Center with your
planning needs at 647-8894 or toll free at
1-866-470-6136. Soil Sampling should be
done ASAP to ensure they are available
to do a 590 Plan this winter.

Soil Sampling

Call and sign up for soil sampling this
fall. Soil samples should be taken of the
whole farm every three to four years. Fall
soil samples will enable you to apply
aglime this fall and have a fertility plan
in place on your farm for next spring.
Soil samples will reveal where and what
your fertility needs are and may keep
you from applying excess lime or fertil-
izer where they are not needed. Plan
early to have samples done for 590 plans.

Grain Drying

Consumers Cooperative will be mailing
new grain policies to producers in the
near future for 2009 drying season. We
may adjust the charges for storage, dry-
ing, and hauling for this fall. We will be
offering a discount for corn brought in
early for drying. The early drying dis-
count will help offset the extra drying
cost for the higher moisture corn. This

will also shorten lines to unload later in

November. More details will be included
in the grain policy which will be sent out
in September.

Grain Storage

Please call the Croplan Center or Grain
Plant to reserve room for your feed stor-
age this fall. Storage space is very lim-
ited. We encourage you to call and re-
serve space early to make sure it is avail-
able when you need it.

Grain Hauling

Grain hauling will be done in the order
the jobs are called in. Jobs will be sched-
uled ahead as much as possible. Sched-
ules may change due to weather and the
amount of time each job takes. Hauling
to the grain plant will take precedence
over hauling farm to farm.

Farm Plan Financing Available

Seasonal financing runs from now
through October 31, 2009 with balance
due December 2009 at Citibank Prime
+3%. Purchase your seed, fertilizer,
chemicals, feed and fuel on our Seasonal
Preferred Account at current charge
prices.

Early Forage Alternatives

Early forage options for next spring, Win-
ter Rye, Winter Wheat and Fall Triticale
can be planted alone or seeded into an
existing alfalfa field for early forage next
spring. Fall Triticale will also yield more
that Winter Wheat with excellent quality
and Forage characteristics. Also Italian
Rye seeded early in spring can give good
yields and quality.

Perennial grasses can also be seeded into
existing stands in fall or spring to in-
creases forage tonnage next year. The
earlier perennial grasses are seeded in
the fall, the more early tonnage you will
get the next year.

If fall seeding is done later in the fall,
winter hardiness and early tonnage goes
down, but will increase in later crops.
